
from the command line, explorer
shell or Hummingbird’s Network Ac-
cess program.

Global user information for NFS
mounts can be set within the net-
work access program, superceding
any login information within the OS.
With this information, we were able
to connect and reconnect to our NFS
exports. Perhaps the most notable
feature of Maestro is the numerous
shell extensions the client has made
to NT. We were pleased to find that
we could view and modify a file’s in-
formation and attributes simply by
right-clicking on it in the Windows
NT Explorer window.

The NFS Maestro Client was also
the only client that provided its own
replacement for PCNFSD. NFS Mae-
stro’s HCLNFSD provides support for
16-bit group IDs and 32-bit file lock-
ing, which PCNFSD does not. We
found it extremely intuitive and well-

suited to power users who don’t
want to waste time or resources.

Intergraph Software Solutions
DiskAccess
Intergraph’s DiskAccess was an aver-
age finisher mainly because of poor
performance and a relatively high
cost. However, we found that the
flexible configuration op-
tions and good stability of
DiskAccess almost made
up for its performance;
NIS support, such as au-
thentication and brows-
ing, scored DiskAccess
bonus points. DiskAccess’
Shell extensions were
comparable to InterDrive’s
and equally efficient.

After the installation,
we had some initial con-
fusion as we tried to
mount an NFS export. Un-

like NFS Maestro and Reflection,
DiskAccess uses a “\” instead of a “/”
that a Unix server would normally
employ. This did not prevent us from
mounting the drive, but is unneces-
sarily confusing.

DiskAccess was one of the few
clients that created its own Windows
NT CPL (Control Panel) applet. Dou-
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Intergraph’s DiskAccess integrates into a Windows NT
shell, leaving server information just a click away.
